
MATH 104 SYLLABUS Spring Semester 2007

TEXT: Calculus with Applications: Brief Version, 8th Edition by Lial, Greenwell, Ritchey; Published by Addison-Wesley.

PREREQUISITES:   Two years algebra and one semester precalculus in high school or Math 101 or equivalent.  Your most recent grade in the
prerequisite must be C, P or better.  If you had this prerequisite in high school or some place other than UN-L, UN-O, or UN-K, then you must also
have a qualifying score on the UN-L Math Placement Exam dated after March 2006 or you must have previously received a grade of D or D+ at
UN-L, UN-O, or UN-K in Math 104.  The Department of Mathematics will drop all students who do not satisfy this policy (see the Math Placement
Policy on page 77 in the Spring Schedule of Classes).

TAKING THE MPE VIA COMPUTER:   A picture ID will be required and calculators are allowed at the exam.  Other students who need to take
the math placement exam may do so through our new computerized setup. NOTE: The student must already have been admitted to UNL and
entered into the course registration computer database (SIS+) to be able to take the online version of the Math Placement Exam.
