You must get at least 5 problems completely correct to
pass the exam and obtain full credit. If you do not pass the Gateway exam when it is first administered,
you must go the the Mathlab in Bessey 105 or the Testing Center in Burnett 107 for a retake (a picture ID
will be required). You may attempt the Gateway Exam at most once a day. The deadline for passing the
Gateway Exam is Monday, October 8, 2001.

You will be given one group project, assigned as detailed in the schedule below.

If this is your first college mathematics course, then you may be eligible for 5 hours of free credit for Math
106, provided you get a grade of C, P or better in Math 107 this semester. To be considered for this credit,
you should register with the Department of Mathematics and Statistics, 810 Oldfather Hall by Friday,
September 7, 2001.

All Math 107 students will be required to take a common comprehensive final exam covering all the topics listed on this
syllabus, unless a specific announcement to the contrary is made. Please note the final exam time.

The room will be announce during the last week of classes. You are expected to arrange your personal and work schedule
to allow you to take the exam at this scheduled time. Students with conflicting exam schedules may be allowed to take an
alternate final, which is always given after the regularly scheduled final. No student will be allowed to take the final
exam early. A picture ID (drivers license or student ID) is required to take the final exam.
